Harvest your favorite herbs from June until frost.  Collect your favorite varieties for drying indoors.  Pick the flowers when the
blossoms are fully open, leaves should be harvested before the plants bloom.  When drying, strip the leaves form the bottom 6-8 inches of each

stem.  Gather into a bundle by tying the stems together and hanging upside down to dry.  The leaves and flowers are very popular and have great
medicinal value.  Please refer to individual varieties for their specific uses.  Before using the stems, branches, oils from any plant, consult a physi-
cian or health reference book as many can be toxic if used incorrectly or in excess.  Do not mix herbal remedies or teas with medical prescription.
Remember, self diagnosis and/or self medication is irresponsible and can be dangerous.  Consult a health care professional or doctor in your area
whenever in doubt.  Herbs are essential in adding the zest and flavor to foods and drinks as a flavoriing or seasoning.  When leaves are used, cut
and gather when the flower buds just start to form.
